e.g once your child has learned to read the first 5 sounds, m, a, s, d, k H‘»eg can then
start to read words that include these sounds, such as mal, sal, sad, mad, af elc. Your

child will then learn the next five sounds and go on lo Pro,chse reo,d'mg words with o

combinalion of the ten sounds and so on. Children will then Fred Ta“c the words with
the help of Fred the Frog lo blend the sounds togeH‘»er lo read.
